[5] make a visit to the Blessed Sacrament – after Sunday 

mass or before mass on weekdays 

[6] choose a charity to support this Lent as your almsgiving 

/ choose something good to do;  

[7] fast – not only from food but from all that does not build 

God’s Kingdom.
